Cypress Creek community solves runoff problem with rain garden

Even before he became president of the Cypress Creek Improvement Association, Ed Krause kept a watch-
ful eye on the state of the fragile ecosystem surrounding his waterfront home.

For years, neighbors had shared his concern about the state of Cypress Creek, a tidal branch of the Ma-
gothy River located 4.5 miles above the Chesapeake Bay. They'd been extremely supportive of environ-
mental initiatives.

But Krause, a member of the Greater Severna Park Watershed Action Group, felt an obligation to become
more involved on a personal level. So, when he heard about the newly created Watershed Stewards Acad-
emy, he immediately enrolled in their initial class.

A joint program of the Anne Arundel County Department of Public Works and Arlington Echo Outdoor
Education Center, the academy's primary goal is to train community leaders to recognize and reverse the
negative impacts of stormwater runoff in their communities.
